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Swachh Bharat Mission 

 The Swachh Bharat Mission was launched by the Prime Minister of India on                                         

2
nd

 October, 2014 with the aim to achieve a Swachh Bharat by October, 2019, through 

mobilizing and engaging the entire country. To achieve the above objective, various 

activities have been initiated at the government level and in   this direction, Ministry of 

AYUSH and its formations have been proactively involved in making India Clean 

through SwachhtaPakhwadas, Swachhta Action Plan and other activities.

 February, 2017 for active and focussed attention on swachhta in the 

office environment. Besides, Swachhta Action Plan for the year 2017-18 has been 

formulated for achieving the objective of all round cleanliness.
